Peopls from Bast Asia tend t0 have more difficulty than those firom
Europe in distinguishing facial expressions—and a new report publiched
online in Current Bislogy explaing why,

Rachael Jackson, University of Glasgow researcher, sald that rather
than scanning evenly across a face as Westerners 4o, Basternery fix their
arention on the eyes.

“We show that Basterners and Westerners look at different face
feamres to read facial expreasions,” Jackson said. “Westerners look at the
gyes and the mouth in equal measore, whereas Easterners fivonr the eyes
and neglect the mouth,”

Acconding t© Jackson and her colleagmes, the discovery shows that
human communication of emotion is more complex than previously
believed. As a result, facial expressions that had been considered
universally recognisable cannot be nsed to reliably convey emotion in
croas-cultaral simations.

The researchers atudied cultnral differences in the recognition
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of facial expressions by recording the eye movements of 13 Western
Cancasian and 13 Bast Asian people while they observed pictures of
expressive faces and put them into categories: happy, sad, surprised,
fearful, disgosted, angry, or negtral. They compared how accurately
patticipants read those facial expressions using their particular eye
movement stratagies.

It tamed out that Easterners focmsed much greater attention on the
eyes and made significantly more errors than Westerners did, “The cultoral
difference in eye movements that they show is probably a reflection of
cultoral difference in facial expressions,” Jackson said, “Qur data suggest
that whereas Westerners mse the whole face t0 convey emotion, Easterners
use the eyes more and mouth less.” In short, the data show that facial
expressions are not wndversal signals of haman emotion, From here on,
examining how cnlmaral factors have diversified these baglc social skills
will help our understanding of hmmgn emotion, Otherwise, when it comes
to communicating emotions across culiures, Fasterners and Westerners
will find themselves lost in tranglation,

John Snow was a famons doctor in
London—so expert, indeed, that he attended
Queen Yicworia as ber personal phrysician, But he
became ingpired when he thonght about helping
ordinary people exposed to cholera. This war
the deadly diseass of its day, Neither its cause IR
nor 415 cure was understood. So many thousands [
of terrified people died every time there wag D
an outbreak. John Snow wanted to face the Jod. Fevr
challenge and so0lve this problem, He Imew that cholera would never be
controlled until its cause was found.

He became intereated in two theories that possibly explained how
cholera killed people. The first suggasted that cholera multiplied in the
adr, A cloud of dangerous gas floated aromnd until it found its victims, The
second suggested that people absorbed this disease into their bodies with
their meals, From the stomach the disease quickly attacied the body and
soon the affectad person died.,

John Snow suspected that the second theory was correct but he
needed evidence. So when another outbreak hit London in 1854, he was

ready to begin his enquiry. As the disease spread quickly through poor
meighbourhonds, he began to gather informgtion, In two particular streets,

dead people had lived, This gave him a valuable clue about the camse of
the disease, Many of the deaths were near the water pymp in Broad Street
(especially nombers 16, 37, 38 and 40). He also noticed that some houses
(such as 20 and 21 Broad Street and 8 and 9 Cambridge Street) had had
no deaths. He had not foreseen this, .o he made further investigationz. Ha
discovered that these people wotked in the pub at 7 Cambridge Street.
They had been given free beer and so had not drunk the water from the
pamp, It scemed that the watar was to blame,

Next, John Snow looked into the source of the water for these two
streets, He found that it came from the river polluted by the dirty water
from London. Ha immediately told the astomished people in Broad Street
0 remove the handle from the pump 50 that it could not be nsed, Soon
afterwards the disease slowed down, He had shown that cholera was
spread by genma and not in a clowd of gas,

In another part of London, he found supporting evidence from two
other deaths that were linked to the Broad Street onthreak. A woman, who
had moved away from Broad Sweet, liked the water from the pump so
much that she had it delivered 1o her houss every day. Both ahe and her
danghter died of cholera after drinking the water, With this extra evidence
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John Snow was able to announce with certainty that polluted water caried
the germs,

To prevent this from happening again, John Snow snggested that the
source of all the water supplies be examined. The water companies were

instrocted not to expose people to polluted water any more, Finally “King
Cholera” was defeated.

The last few yeara have seen environmental disasters on & grand
scale, and experts are predicting far worse to come. Jin Li seports on our
Earth’s changeable weather patierna.

A In the last decade, thunderstorms, floods, earthquakes, typhoons,
volcanic eruptions, tsunamis and forest fires have become increasingly
common. There has been terrible flooding in Asia, Africa, America and
Oceania. Even Furope has suffered and large areas have been underwater.
Storms have been getting worse everywhere too, with & growing nomber
of hurricanes hitiing the US, and Central America. Reduced rainfall has
affected large arcas of Africa for years leaving irrigation canals dry and
many other zones are becoming drier For example, the Yellow River, once
famous for flooding, failed to reach the sea at all for 226 days in 1997.
A nomber of nations have already been in armed conflict over water, and

reduced rainfall in the west of the US has resulted in huge forest fires.
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B Volcanic eruptions and earthquakes have always been a threat in
certain parts of the world A volcanic emption nearly wiped out the small
island of Monteerrat in 1997, and there have been serlous eanthquakes in
many parts of Asia, Enrope and South America. In the last three years,
Indonesia has had a rough time, suffering several killer quskes and it is
still recovering from the Asian tsunami cansed by an offshore carthquake
on December 26th, 2004. The tsunami killed 132,000 Indonesians and
another 100,000 people of other nationalities. This catastrophe is still very
fresh in the minds of people worldwide who have not yet got over their
separation from loved onea lost in the tsunami.

C So why is natore beginning to turn on ua? One answer 1s
overpopalation. The population of the world is growing at the disturbing
rate of 10,000 people an hour, nearly 90 million a year, with most of the
growth in the developing world. People in agricultural anzas, without any
means to carn their Hving, move to the citics, and then construct shabby
homes from whatever materials they can find on poor clay soil. These
homea, scldom made of bricks, can easily fall down in earthquakes or
slip and slide downhill in landslides, especially in mountainoos areas. On
top of that add global warming. This had mainly been cansed by the huge
amounts of carbon dioxide prodoced by factories and vehicles, and the
destruction of the world's foresis. As a result, a hotter ocean causes more
over 300 Klometres an houwr—ane 40% stronger now than they were 30
YOars ago.

D Volcanoes and carthquakes are even more dangerous than in
the past as around half the world's population now lives in cities. There
are more than 300 active volcanoes, about fifty of which eropt each
year, and more than 500 million people now live within the range of a
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volcanic eruption. Becauss these namral dirasters occur at random times,
it is difficult to warn people 1n advance. In May 2006, thousands of
Indonesians living near Mt Merapl (which means mountain of fire) had
to flec as they thought it was about to erupt. An even greater number of
peopls Hve at risk, 1o some degres, from earthquakes which have claimad
more than 1.6 million Hves in the last hundred years.

E Most disaster experts believe there iz the potential that things
could get a lot worse. Professor Hon Ming of Beifing University stodics
volcanoas and he warns that the world has not zeen the worst natare can
do. The worst eraption in human history was probably Mt Tambora in
1E15, in Indonesia. Dust from the volcano rolled across the Earth’s skies
and pretty much cancelled the following summer in Europe and America.
But evidence showa that 73,000 years ago there was a much greater
eruption. *“It reduced temperatunzs by maybe 6 °C in some places and the
whole planct was sent into winter for years. And there an: about two of
these events every 106,000 vears ...

Is Your Memory Online?

If you are irying to find omt who invenied algebra or what language
they speak on the island of Aruba, do you ask a friend, go to the library,
of lock it up online? These days, most people will look it up online with a
quick Internet search. “Jost Google if”, people say, using the name of the
popular Internet search engine. As Internet users become more dependent
on the Internet to store information, are peopls remembering less? If
you know your computer will save information, why siore it in your own
personsl memory, your brain? Experts are wondering if the Internet is
changing what we remember and how.

In a recent stody, psychologist Betsy Sparmow of Columbia University
in New York conducted four different experiments. She and her research
team wanted to know how the Internet is changing memory. In the first
experiment, they gave people 40 snimpontant facts to type imo a compater.
The first group of people understood that the computer would save the
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information. The sacond group undarstood that the computer wonld not
save it. Later, the second group nemembered the information beticr. People
in the first group knew they could find the information again, so they did
not try to remember it

In another experiment, the researchers gave people facts to remember.
In addition, the rescarchers told them where to find the information on the
computer. The information was in a specific computer folder. Surprisingly,
people laier remembered the folder location better than the facts. When
people use the Internet, they do not remember the information. Rather,
they remember how to find it

This 15 callad “transactive memory”. In transactive memory, we
remember where (0 find the Information, but we don’t remember the
information. Before the Internat, people used transactive memory 1o
remember which person or book had the information they necded. Now,
inatead of asking a friend or classmate for information, people use the
Internet. With the Internet, endless information is avaflable. We don’t have
to remember the information, but do have to remember where it 13 stored.

According to Sparrow, we are not becoming people with poor
memories as a result of the Internet. Inatead, computer users are
developing stronger transactive memories: that is, people are learning how
to organize huge quantities of information 30 that they are able 1o access
it at a later date. That doesn’t mean we are becoming either more or less

intellipent, but there is no doubt that the way we use memory 15 changing.
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
